GCSE and A-levels 

The following information provides information and  guidance on the RVC’s approach to the 

admission of appli cants to its undergraduate courses in light of the GCSE and A-level 

reforms.

The RVC will be accepting the new A-level and GCSE qualifications, and will determine 
offer levels on an equivalent basis to the current qualifications. Based on the information 
currently available (as at May 2016), w



 
Where the Welsh Baccalaureate Core (Level 3) is accepted in lieu of a third A-level, the RVC 
will require it to be passed at the same grade as from an A-level. 
 
The RVC will not require applicants to offer the new Core Maths qualificati on and 
applicants who do offer this will not receive any advantage over those who do not.  
 
Level 3 Extended Diplomas  
 
The RVC has reviewed the changes to both the Pearson and City and Guilds Level 3 
Extended Diploma provision. As a result changes have been made to our entry requirements 
for applicants taking these courses (taught from September 2016). Our entry requirements 
for these courses have been published on the relevant entry requirement pages on our 
website.
